He will be 
responsible for the growing and caretaking of 
the vineyard with a focus on organic process-
es with no unnecasary chemical treatments. 

The Resident Wein S.A. will create and 
produce 2 distinctive and unique wines dif-
ferent from the 7 different grape varieties of 
Cabernet Sauvignon, Cabernet Franc, Merlot, 
Tempranillo, Petit Verdot, Petite Sirah (Durif), 
Grenach.
